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Glossary

Faculty:

A large academic division of the University that offers programs in related

disciplines. For example, the Faculty of Liberal Arts & Professional Studies

offers programs in the humanities, social sciences and professional
programs.
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Glossary

Program:

A prescribed set of courses and associated requirements that leads to a
degree (e.g. Bachelor of Arts - BA) upon completion.

Major:
A primary concentration of courses taken in one subject area within a degree
program.

Minor:

A secondary concentration of courses taken in one subject area within an
Honours degree.
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Glossary

Prerequisite:

A prerequisite course must be completed successfully before you can enroll
in your requested course or program.

Co-requisite:

A co-requisite course must be taken simultaneously with another course.

Course Credit Exclusions:

A course credit exclusion is a course that is sufficiently similar to another
course that credit will not be given to you twice if you take both courses.

Cross-listed Course:

Courses offered jointly by two or more departments Cross-listed courses
may not be “double-counted” in order to fulfill degree requirements.

Credits, or course equivalents, granted towards your York
degree based on previous postsecondary studies.

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General Education Requirements

1. [Itis strongly recommended that students successfully complete
their first General Education course within the first year and all
General Education courses within the first two years of full-time
study.

2. All General Education courses are offered at the 15t year, 1000-level.

3. All approved General Education courses will count as a General Education
Credit; some may count as a major credit; none may count as both.

4. For students in programs where a General Education course is a required
major course, a different General Education course will have to be taken to
satisfy the General Education requirement (no double counting).
